Make it easier on yourself this year, by scheduling
an appointment early for your kids to get the immunizations that are required for school in Pennsylvania.

Immunizations Required for Children Entering ALL Grades

Diphtheria*
(1 dose on or after the 4t birthday)

Varicella (Chickenpox)
Vaccine or history of disease

n Rubella** (German Measles)

* Usually given as DTaP, DT, or Td
** Given as MMR (Measles, Mumps, and Rubella)

Additional Immunizations Required for 7t Grade Students

n Tetanus, Diphtheria, Pertussis (Tdap)

n Meningococcal Vaccine (MCV)
